Shenango Presbytery Scholarships

Criteria for Consideration of Applicants

1. Acceptance as a full-time student at Grove City College or Westminster College
before the funds are awarded (approximately June 1)

2. Demonstrated financial need

3. Academic achievement: if a high senior, a minimum GPA of 3.3; if a current
student at one of the colleges, a minimum GPA of 3.0

4. Evidence in writing of past and present involvement in the life and witness of the
Christian community
