Dear President Obama:

I am writing to you based on media reports issued over the past weeks and testimony provided at a congressional hearing on August 4.

I appreciate your understanding that the Republic of Sudan must fully implement all terms of the Comprehensive Peace Agreement of 2005 (CPA) to achieve a just and lasting peace and that the United States, as the primary guarantor, must assure the implementation of all CPA terms.  It is clear that since June 5, genocide of the Nuba people by Khartoum’s army has been underway. Aerial bombardment, mass displacement, murder and rape are being used to crush the Nuba people. 

The United States should be concerned from two standpoints. 
First, security in the Horn of Africa is compromised by Khartoum’s onslaughts of terror. The United States’ response looks like weakness and lack of will to Khartoum. However, there is no moral equivalency between Khartoum’s use of overwhelming force against civilians and their defense by the SPLM-North forces. Therefore a clear show of force by the United States against Khartoum’s military targets is overdue.

Secondly, the United States must not stand by as genocide unfolds. President Obama, your Administration needs to tell Khartoum that its attacks on civilians are not tolerated.  Furthermore, your Administration needs to provide desperately needed humanitarian aid and supplies to the displaced Nuba people in isolated regions of South Kordofan. 

I suggest the following actions be taken before thousands more lives are lost in Sudan:

· Break off diplomatic relations with the Republic of Sudan by dismissing the ambassador and closing the embassy.

· Acknowledge publicly that the current regime in Khartoum is a threat to its own citizens, to regional security, and to peace in the Horn of Africa.

· Cease all aid to any nation that is a signatory to the Rome Statute and, given the opportunity, failed to arrest Omar el Bashir.

· Declare a humanitarian emergency in South Kordofan and immediately provide necessary humanitarian relief for the displaced Nuba people.

· Demand an immediate stop to all air strikes and military action against civilians by Khartoum or Tomahawk air strikes will be made against key military targets.

· Arrange patrolling of the Red Sea to control unlawful transfer and trade in contraband and weapons.

· Discontinue all aid to Sudan except through Western-administered humanitarian programs.
